I continue to chair the Central Zone which is a part of WALGA State Council of which I am a member and The LGMA/LGPro are holding their National Conference 22 – 24 May 2017 in Hobart, Tasmania.  The ALGA General Assembly in Canberra will be held 18 – 21 June 2017 where no doubt ALGWA National will hold a face to face meeting, along with our usual Breakfast on Monday 19 June 2017.  
I look forward to catching up with all of the ALGWA National Board Members as well as all those who attend the National Conference – congratulations to the Tasmanian members who have done all the organising.  And no doubt we will soon sort out who will hold the National Conference in 2019 (what a thought – diaries get filled up very quickly).
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
